The 
form of the c e r t i f i c a t e or proces -verba l of exchange of 
r a t i f i c a t i o n s may conceivably present some s l i g h t 
d i f f i c u l t y ; but i f i t were made in dup l i ca te , i n the normal 
way, c e r t i f i e d copies of the B r i t i s h copy o f the 
c e r t i f i c a t e should be made f o r the Commonwealth and 
New Zealand Governments. A more s a t i s f a c t o r y a l t e r n a t i v e , 
however, would perhaps be to have a proces -verba l of 
exchange of r a t i f i c a t i o n s made in a s ing le copy the 
o r i g i n a l of which would be re ta ined by the United States 
Government and c e r t i f i e d copies thereof suppl ied to His 
Ma je s t y ' s Governments i n the United Kingdom, the 
Commonwealth of A u s t r a l i a and New Zealand.
