My dear Mr. S e c r e t a r y : 

Reference I s made t o the l e t t e r da ted J anuary 28, 
1941, from the Secre ta ry of S ta te t o the Secre tary of 
the T r e a s u r y , w i t h which there were enc losed two 
a u t h e n t i c a t e d p h o t o s t a t i c cop ies of a note (W 9188/G -
S e c r e t ) dated December 20, 1940, r e c e i v e d by the American 
Embassy i n London from the B r i t i s h Fore ign O f f i c e , 
r e l a t i v e t o the opening of f u r t h e r accounts by the 
Federa l Reserve Bank of New York i n the name of the 
B r i t i s h Government, and two a u t h e n t i c a t e d cop ies o f 
a note dated January 20, 1941, r ece i ved by the Depar t ­
ment of S ta te from the B r i t i s h Embassy i n Washington, 
r e l a t i n g t o such note of December 20, 1940. A copy of 
the Secre ta ry of S t a t e ' s l e t t e r dated J anuary 28, 1941, 
and one of the a u t h e n t i c a t e d cop ies of each of the 
notes dated December 20, 1940 and January 20, 1941, 
were forwarded by the Treasury Department t o the Federa l 
Reserve Bank of New York ; and the Federa l Reserve Bank 
of New York has acknowledged the r e c e i p t t h e r e o f , and 
has adv i sed t h a t , i n accordance w i t h the request con ­
t a i n e d i n the note dated December 20, 1940, i t has 
opened f o r and i n the name of the B r i t i s h Government 
a f u r t h e r account des igna ted " h i s B r i t a n n i c M a j e s t y ' s 
Government S p e c i a l Account B" , and tha t i t has been 
adv i sed by cab le from the Bank of England tha t i n s t r u c ­
t i o n s as t o the o p e r a t i o n of such account and the 
names of s i g n a t o r i e s w i l l be cab led i n due course . 

I t i s reouested t h a t a copy of t h i s l e t t e r be 
f u r n i s h e d t o the B r i t i s h Government f o r i t s i n f o r m a t i o n .
